The air and ground war against
the Japs was stepped up ecobsid-
erably this week despite the faet
that the flow of materials and men
from the ETO has not even begun
to be felt in Gemeral McArthur's
theaten

A huge fleet of more than 500
American super forts showered 3500
tons of fire bombs on the waterfront
city of Nagoya Thursday. Large
fires were left burning throughout
this third largest eity of Japan and
the chief targets of the bombardiers
were large oil storage plants. Official
Allied sources reported that the last
few planes over the targets dropped
their loads by instruments because
of the dense columns of bladc smoke
which arese from the blasted targets.

On the island of Okinawa, Ameri-
can troops have entered the capital
city of Naha. The Japs are redklessly
sacrificing troops in a desperate
effort to stem the American advance.
On the island of Mindanao the Yanks
have reached theoutskirts of Valencia
and are less than two miles from the
big Jap air base outside this city.

Australian forces who are attacking
across Tarakan Island are unearing
the east coast. Troops of the British
14th Army bave completely surroun-
ded a large Jap force in the
Mountains northeast of Rangoou.
Units of the Chinese Army have
been forced to withdraw from the
port ‘of Tuciow after a four-day
fight against crack Nipponese [orces.
In the Western Huanan province,
Chinese troops are closing in on
Pelachin, where the Japs recently
launched a big drive toward the
4 American air base at Chinkiang.

Wise men from many great nations
have put forth their opinion of what
their native country lacks towards
becoming a semi-Utopia: It was said
Bbout France that whai she needed
twas more Liberty, Equality and
Fi’aternify (the latter not to be con-
fused with maternity, something the
Prench never lacked).

Forced to leave Germany in 1937
because of his anti-Nazi beliefs, Cpl

Eric Rosenbaum of Cannon Co, 3531st

He sat in a house once owned by
friends in Bucheltevelman and ecom-
puted fire directions for cannoneers
preparing to shell Oberhausen, where
he was born, :

Asked
whether he was curious to see his
birthplace, Rosenbaum replied, “Yes,
I'm curious to see how. much damage
our shells can do to it.”
