LINEMEN LAY

00 MILES OF
ATTLE WIRE

Through snow, mud and even
under water, the veteran line-
men of the 2nd Bn, 330th Infan-
try, under the guidance of Lt
William P. Dunlany of Oil City,
Pa., have gtrung installed and
maintained more than 1,500
miles of combat wire,

During the fighting near
Bihain in the retaking of the
St. Vith highway, Dunlany’s
lads did as much digging ss
wire laying. Because of the deep
snow, it was impossible to tell
where a line had been knocked
out without uncovering the
whole line. In many cases the
wire was frozen in ice and had
to be dug out with picks. But
the boys managed to keep the
lines open day and night until
the mission was accomplished.

In the Huriegen Forest it was
mud, with water shorting out
the wire. But the most unigue
operstion goeg back o the bat-
tle of Brittany and the under-
water line from 8t Malo to
Dinard,

This problem required careful
planning and teamwork, An olgd
fisherman was consulted on the
bay’s daily tide movements and
the most practical section of
the water to lay wire. Then the
men mounted an A frame in the
‘rear of a rowboat and headed
for the opposite shore, one man
rowing, two unreeling the W-
110. The plan was to row in a
i80~degree arc from the laun-
ching to the landing point to
allow enough slack to cope with
an eight-mile-an-hour current.
They were successiul, and per=
fect communication was main-
tained between the two cities
for the required ten days despite

German
soldiers in Neuss gave up easily
a8 did most other uniformed
men, inecluding two police bat-
tallons who were ordered fo
fight until the last but were
walting t¢ surrender with their
personal grips all packed.

The streets were crowded with
civilians emerging from cellars,
particulary alongz Adolph Hitler
Strasse, which is one of the
main streets. They said the
German crmy had starbed flee-
ing across the Rhine four davs
ago.

The elvilians who refused to
flee across the Rhine said the
war was loct and there was no
point to reteat and be over run
at s later date, possibly by the
Russians. German civilians and
soldiers alike showed great fear
of falling into the hands of
the Russians.

WATCH ON THE RHINE

American guns now dominate
the river which President Roo-
sevelt once termed our first line
of defense. It is now CGerma-
ny’s last line of defense.

It is apparent that Dusseldorf,
once great Industrial producer
for Germany, is finished as a
source of material for the Wehr-
machi Whether the Allies cross
the Rhine now or later, arfil=
lery falling 24 hours a day
makes impossible the operation
of factories since workers are
forced to remain in celiars.
